Of the 77 people on the calendar, we are
only recess appointing 15 and there are
a number of qualified individuals the
President has nominated that do not fall
in this group.  If the Republicans do
not end their campaign of obstruction,
the President reserves the option of
exerting his authority to recess appoint
qualified individuals in the future, but
our hope is that we can move beyond the
partisan politics that have held up the
process for the last fifteen months for
the good of the American people.
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
